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1. Overall Description:

GERAN WG3 has analysed the list of redundant test cases provided by PTCRB and GCF and has come to the following conclusions:

· All the test cases included in the list seem to test the same conformance requirement as in equivalent UTRAN test case, hence could be considered redundant in GERAN mode. 
· Mechanism to enable/disable FDN is different between SIM and USIM, hence test cases 27.18.2 and 27.18.3 in TS 51.010 cannot be considered redundant.
· GMM test cases 12.3.1.6 and 12.3.1.7 are not maintained in TS 34.123 as these are classified as low priority, hence equivalent test cases 44.2.2.1.6 and 44.2.2.1.7 in TS 51.010 cannot be considered redundant.
The outcome of the analysis is included as an attachment. Test cases highlighted in red are considered not redundant.
GERAN WG3 intend to update the applicability statements of the test cases identified as redundant, making them not applicable for a dual mode terminal by GERAN#32 meeting.  Applicability of the test cases for GERAN terminal remains unchanged.
GERAN WG3 has requested UTRAN test standards groups to review the output of our analysis and will keep PTCRB and GCF posted on the outcome.
