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1. Overall Description:

During PVG#36 document PVG36_2242_06 was discussed that deals with the handling of MultiRat and Inter-system handover test cases. 
For PTCRB/PVG there is a strong need to differentiate in scenarios within test cases because individual network carriers support individual band combinations. These different band combinations need to be tracked at PTCRB and PVG in terms of different availability stages: 
1. 3GPP specification available, 
2. test system implementation available, 
3. test case (Scenario) validations available. 

Currently all MultiRat and Inter-system handover test cases are not separated per band combination. This means that test cases can be validated only if all band combinations have been successfully assessed. Since this may never happen, it is essential to find a more transparent way for specification users as well as certification applicants and users.

Therefore PTCRB/PVG is asking kindly for further guidance on this subject. One way forward would be to split the existing test cases into several according to the number of different combinations. The title of the test cases may be the original along with an indication of the corresponding band combination.
Example for Multi Rat Handover test case
· 6.2.1.1 Selection of the correct PLMN and associated RAT

may be changed into 

· 6.2.1.1a Selection of the correct PLMN and associated RAT (FDDII / GSM 850)

and

· 6.2.1.1b Selection of the correct PLMN and associated RAT (FDDV / GSM 1900)
Example for Intersystem Handover test case

· 20.22.29 Packet Measurement order procedure / Downlink transfer / Normal case/ 3G cell reselection dedicated parameters
may be changed into 

· 20.22.29a Packet Measurement order procedure / Downlink transfer / Normal case/ 3G cell reselection dedicated parameters (FDDII / GSM 850)

and

· 20.22.29b Packet Measurement order procedure / Downlink transfer / Normal case/ 3G cell reselection dedicated parameters (FDDV / GSM 1900)
