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1. Overall Description:

GCF CAG would like to thank GERAN WG3 for the LS on the proposal to make vibration testing conditional by defining a PICS/PIXIT parameter in TS 51.010-2.
GCF CAG#10 meeting discussed the proposal from GERAN WG3 and came to the conclusion that vibration testing may not be as critical as before due to technological advances made in the components used in the manufacturing of mobile terminals. Hence, GCF CAG agrees with the conditional vibration testing approach and can accept the proposed solution by GERAN WG3,
GCF CAG has also noted that similar conditional testing approach may need to be applied to vibration test cases in 3GPP TS 34.121.
