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1. Response to Questions

TSG GERAN would like to thank TSG RAN WG 2 for their LS in GP-0701096 (R2-072954) on “neighbour cell list in LTE”. TSG GERAN has discussed the issues in the incoming LSs and provides responses on the defined action below.
1) Regarding the possible extensions of the E-UTRAN neighbour cell description broadcasted in the GERAN network, TSG RAN WG2 kindly asks TSG GERAN group to clarify the benefits it would bring to MS power consumption and the level of accuracy that would be required for the timing information.

TSG GERAN welcomes the comments by TSG RAN WG 2 to evaluate both saving in MS power consumption and the required level of timing accuracy that would need to be ensured when providing timing information. In this respect no progress has been achieved at GERAN #35. Both aspects will be assessed and are believed suitable for discussions at the forthcoming Workshop. 
TSG GERAN would also like to indicate that the service continuity aspect, as shown in the former sent contribution in GP-070864, is relevant in the packet transfer mode. Hence it is proposed to also take into account the service continuity aspect in the decision to provide further information, such as time offsets, in the LTE neighbour cell list sent in GERAN. 
2. Other aspects
TSG GERAN has discussed the possibility of prioritisation of RAT’s in the cell reselection and measurement reporting. An investigation is being attached for information (GP-071307). As TSG GERAN understands that a similar proposal has also been made in TSG RAN WG2, the group would welcome the opportunity  to discuss this topic further at the forthcoming Workshop, with the view to harmonise – where possible – the proposals in the different groups.

In addition during the discussion in GERAN 1 the issue of searching for LTE neighbour cells was reassessed. As the incoming liaison statement from SA 1 in GP-071100 (S1-071115) has confirmed the validity of the scenario of forbidden location areas in LTE to allow for regional subscriptions and has also confirmed the validity of the scenario of network sharing for LTE, and further taking into account that TSG RAN has opened a work item on Home NodeB and support of Closed Subscriber Groups, TSG GERAN believes that the monitoring of LTE cells in GERAN is relevant to ensure proper interworking and service continuity. 
TSG GERAN kindly requests more information from TSG RAN WG 2 and  TSG RAN WG 1 on the necessary time needed in GERAN to read sufficient system information from LTE to identify if the LTE cell would be allowed and how this could be done without affecting the ongoing service in GERAN.
TSG GERAN would also like to know from TSG RAN WG 2 and TSG RAN WG 4 if any parameters to be broadcast in the GERAN system information, in addition to the centre frequency of a neighbour cell, are required by the terminal in order to perform measurements on LTE cells, e.g. the cell bandwidth.

TSG GERAN kindly requests TSG RAN WG2 to take into the account service continuity aspect as mentioned in a former sent contribution in GP-070864 in the evaluation process for adding timing information beside the carrier frequencies in the LTE neighbour cell list.

TSG GERAN kindly requests more information from TSG RAN WG2 and TSG RAN WG4 on the available time for search of LTE cells in GERAN, both in idle and in connected mode.
