The GAN Enhancement Feasibility Study TR 43.902 evaluated the feasibility of three technical proposals.  The feasibility study has shown that all three technical proposals support the principle objectives for the GAN Enhancement WID and provide enhancement, through different approaches.  
Based on the study, GERAN found all options to be feasible but decided to select the Iu-mode since that can be done completely within the GERAN’s scope and EGAN work can be done independently of IWLAN WI or SAE. GAN Iu-mode will reduce the complexity for delivery of CS and PS services, reduces the number of functions in the overhead and latency for PS services, and provides good optimization process for future integration.
