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1. Description:

TSG GERAN WG2 would like to thank TSG SA WG3 for their LS in GP-081709 (S3-080905). 

During the discussion in TSG GERAN WG2, the following responses to the issues raised by TSG SA WG3 were agreed:

1) The GANC shall keep the COUNT values when UTRAN to GAN Iu handover occurs, and forward the COUNT values when the GAN Iu to UTRAN handover occurs, as suggested and preferred by TSG SA WG3.

2) The solution outlined in the discussion paper (GP-080882) differs from the normal inter-RAT handover procedure because the GANC, when operating in GAN Iu mode, emulates a UTRAN RNC to the rest of the network. Therefore, the UTRAN to GAN and GAN to UTRAN handovers are considered to be intra-RAT (UTRAN-to-UTRAN) handovers.

3) The RRC connection is not treated as explicitly released in UTRAN on handover to GAN. The UE is expected to store the START values on handover to GAN and then compare the START values with THRESHOLD when (and if) the UE transitions to idle mode in GAN.  Alternatively, if handover back to UTRAN is required, the UE shall provide the START values to the GANC and the GANC shall forward the START and the COUNT values (the latter as described in item #1 above) to the target RNC.
4) As described in item #3 above, the UE is expected to check THRESHOLD on GAN Iu mode connection release after handover from UTRAN (i.e., just as the UE does if a connection is released in UTRAN).
