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Introduction

In TS 51.010-1 section 30, for some audio test cases (e.g. TC 30.14) the Method of test and the Test requirements are given only by reference to TS 26.132. The reference in TS 51.010-1 does not contain any version of the acoustic test specification TS 26.132. 
Status

An MS supports a certain release of acoustic implementation. Therefore the MSs audio performance shall be according to the requirements given in this certain release of TS 26.131 (Terminal acoustic characteristics for telephony; Requirements). 
Currently it is not clarified which Test requirements from TS 26.132 have to be applied for conformance testing.
1. The Test requirements stated in the release that the MSs acoustic implementation supports?
2. The Test requirements stated in the latest available version of TS 26.132?  

It is noteworthy that the latest version of TS 26.132 only reflects the requirements from the latest version of 26.131. MSs supporting older releases of acoustic implementation are not taken into account.
