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1. Overall Description:

TSG GERAN would like to thank RAN WG4 for providing information about the status of the MSR Work Item. At its meeting in Malta, GERAN assigned a session to GERAN WG1 on MSR where a total of eight papers (listed in Annex 1) were presented, all of which have been treated earlier in RAN4. 

The papers concern mainly the transmitter characteristics, including principles of how to define the unwanted emissions requirements, where specific attention was given to the nature of a base station transmitter signal in mixed-RAT mode including GSM. There was also a discussion on options presented for how to define requirements for an MSR base station operating in single-RAT mode. However, it should be noted that no final decision has been taken yet.
The MSR Work Item Technical Report was also reviewed. No specific questions or issues were raised, but it was noted that delegates had no time to review the TR in advance of the meeting. Regarding the request by RAN4 for endorsement by GERAN of specific parts of Technical Report (v0.1.0), the following was agreed:
· 6.5 Transmitted signal quality: GERAN endorses the text. 

· 6.6.2.2.2 Co-existence in the same geographical area (Spurious emissions BC2): GERAN endorses the text.
· 6.6.2.2.3 Co-location (Spurious emissions BC2): GERAN endorses the text.
· 7.5.2.2 Co-location (Blocking BC2): While there was no objection to the text, delegates would like to have some more time to review the proposal.
GERAN notes that the time plan for the Work Item is much stressed and that the RAN4 and GERAN meeting schedules give very little time for GERAN to review decisions taken at RAN4 meetings. The situation could be improved through improved exchange of information and views in advance over e.g. the GERAN e-mail reflector and through “real-time” updates to GERAN from the RAN4 MSR Rapporteur. Companies are also encouraged to facilitate tight co-ordination between their respective GERAN and RAN4 delegates.
