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1. Overall Description:

TSG GERAN WG2 has agreed to include improvements related to the usage of length indicator within the RLC protocol layer as specified in 3GPP TS 44.060. More specifically, it has been agreed that for the case when RLC non-persistent mode is used, it shall be mandatory for the transmitting RLC entities to indicate not only the end of the segmented Upper Layer PDUs, but also the start of these. 
It has furthermore been agreed that this behaviour will in many cases be beneficial also when RLC unacknowledged mode is used. Therefore TSG GERAN WG2 has agreed as from Rel-9 to introduce the support for this functionality also for RLC unacknowledged mode of operation. This is achieved by the introduction of a feature entitled "Indication of Upper Layer PDU Start for RLC UM”, which is optional to both network and mobile station. Since the network needs to know whether a mobile station support this feature or not, an indication of the support of this feature needs to be provided in the MS Radio Capability IE as defined in 3GPP TS 24.008.
The attached draft CR to 3GPP TS 24.008 introducing the indication of the support of this feature has therefore been endorsed by TSG GERAN WG2.
