Introduction

Tdoc GP-091037 presented at GERAN#42 in Shenzhen contains the current baseline text for the GANSS Minimum Performance requirements to be included in 3GPP TS 45.005, once completed. 

This contribution proposes the specification for the GNSS-GNSS Time Offsets (GTTO) accuracy available at the system simulator, which is currently missing in the baseline text.

Background
The performance of the GNSS position solution depends on the accuracy of the GNSS-GNSS Time Offsets (GGTO) available at the system simulator. For testing, this accuracy needs to be defined in order to obtain specified performance.

Recommendation

It is proposed to include the attached changes in the next revison of the GANSS Minimum Performance Requirements baseline text.

GNSS System Time Offsets

If more than one GNSS is used in a test, the accuracy of the GNSS-GNSS Time Offsets used at the system simulator and provided in the “GANSS Time Model” IE (see subclause O.6.2) shall be better than ±3 ns.
