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1.  Description

TSG GERAN WG1 would like to thank TSG RAN WG4 for providing the information about the progress in TSG RAN4 regarding the WI MSR BS. From the provided information TSG GERAN WG1 has noted that the progress on the TS 37.104 has now reached the status of being complete with all requirements included regarding frequency bands of interest for TSG GERAN. In addition an updated version of the TR 37.900 and TS 37.141 were provided as attachments for information. 
TSG GERAN WG1 has focussed on reviewing TS 37.104 v1.3.0 as endorsement was requested in the LS before approval of the first edition as v2.0.0. Regarding TR 37.900 some enhancements are proposed below. TS 37.141 was not reviewed as it seems to be premature for review as the included text in the attached version is copied from TS 37.104 so far. 
2.  Response to the requested actions

TSG GERAN WG1 has reviewed TS 37.104 v1.3.0, to check if all parts related to Band Category 2 can be accepted and endorsed. Especially the items listed in the LS as important updates were reviewed in more detail. The following findings were agreed by TSG GERAN:

After reviewing the changes marked in the TS as changes since last version, TSG GERAN is pleased to endorse current version of TS 37.104 regarding those parts related to Band Category 2 (BC2).

TSG GERAN assumes that further enhancements related to BC2 are possible and TSG GERAN will continue to be involved in the future progress regarding the GSM bands. It is also assumed that TSG GERAN can by Liaison exchange propose enhancements regarding issues related to GSM/EDGE.
3. For information

TSG GERAN would like to inform that Annex P to TS 45.005 that was attached to the response LS from last GERAN WG1 meeting (AHG1-090162) has been revised to align with existing requirements for GSM MCBTS. However, the changes have no impact on the TS 37.104 as no reference has been changed. The approved CR is attached for information.
4. Future enhancements
TSG GERAN has at present identified two areas that need further consideration but are not ready for detailed proposals in the TS 37.104:

a)
The present unwanted emission mask is based on maximum 43 dBm per carrier for GSM. There are scenarios where higher power per carrier needs to be considered for MSR BS in single-RAT and multi-RAT mode. TSG GERAN has in its response LS (AHG1-090162 or GP-091885) pointed this out as described below

“In addition, GERAN WG1 would like to introduce a clarification in the TR regarding point 3 in subclause 6.6.1.4.2. Since the UEM is based on a fixed 43 dBm carrier power, giving a mask that is independent of the carrier power, it should be documented in the TR that the UEM for BC2 in the 0 to 150 kHz frequency range will be more strict than the existing GSM spectrum mask for GSM carriers with an output power exceeding 43 dBm.”

b)
TSG GERAN has finalized the specification of a test case for non-contiguous frequency allocation. This scenario is considered to be essential in some regions for GSM deployment for a foreseeable future. It is also considered to be important application of MSR BS. TSG GERAN believes that this should be reflected in the MSR specifications. Further information is provided in separate LS (GP-092303).
It is proposed that these issues are considered at next coming update of TR 37.900 and possible solutions for TS 37.104 and 37.141 are elaborated by RAN4.
4.  Actions
TSG GERAN kindly asks RAN4 to take the statements and comments given above into consideration in the work on the Technical Report and the corresponding Technical specifications.
