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1. Overall Description:

3GPP GERAN3 would like to thank GCF CAG for their LS on "Eliminate execution of test cases requiring “Memory Full” condition".

The LS has asked GERAN WG3 to possibly consider implementing a change to TCs 34.2.3 (TS 51.010), 34.2.5.1 (TS 51.010) and 34.2.5.3 (TS 51.010) applicability so, that the test cases are only applicable to, and need to be run against, devices under test that are capable of storing not more than a TBD number of SMSs (for example 100 SMSs).

GERAN3 discussed the LS during its #47 meeting. A concern was raised if there is any deterministic way to choose the number of SMS that should represent the threshold for the applicability and if keeping the TCs makes any sense in general. GERAN3#47 could not come to a conclusion and assigned an action with a scope of investigating if removing the TCs all together might be acceptable or, if removing them is unacceptable, defining an appropriate number of SMS to represent the threshold number for the applicability. The action is to be completed by the next GERAN3#48 meeting.
