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Proposal
The sourcing companies propose to update the working assumption in GP-110340 [1] subclause 1.5 Mobile Support Levels to specify the acceptable level of spread in performance requirements.
Working assumption: For a given VAMOS-I performance requirement, the worse performance figure can be selected in case the spread leads to a standard deviation which is less than or equal to 1dB.  For standard deviations more than 1dB, the average performance value shall be chosen.  Exceptions may be considered on a case by case basis, e.g. based on the available number of samples.
The standard deviation uses the same formula as Microsoft Excel (STDEV) which is:
