Contribution: TIGHTER – Signaling Granularity 

Source: Renesas Electronics Europe 
The paper was presented and the proposed way forward on the TIGHTER capability signalling granularity specification was agreed i.e. the “proposal 2” in the contribution is taken as the working assumption for the TIGHTER signalling granularity. 

RIM: noted that for the actual specification all services in the various granularity levels must be specified according to the 3GPP terminology so these are properly understood outside GERAN WG1.
WI rapporteur: will update the TIGHTER working assumptions with this agreement on the TIGHTER signalling granularity – using the correct 3GPP terminology.
4.2.3 For Agenda Item 2.3 – Other Issues

Contribution: CR 45.005 Rel. 10 Correction of equipment types in VAMOS and TIGHTER performance requirements  
Source: Com-Research 
Com-Research presented the drafted CR clarifying that the modifications related to VAMOS were presented at the VAMOS teleconference #13, hence the main focus of the CR presentation was on the TIGHTER related updates. 

Ericsson: Good initiative by Com-Research, commented that in section 6.2.1a, the ref to section 6.2.4 for packet switched channels can be removed. The same comments apply for other sections in TS 45.005 which are not included in the CR. Will send the additional details offline to Com-Research. 
Com-Research: agree with the comment, will check the existing spec’s for wrong references to PS and include these in the next version of the CR. 

Ericsson: Asked whether the second bullet in 6.3.4 were needed?
Com-Research: Previously in TS 45.005 it was specified as “These specifications apply for a wanted signal input level of 20 dB above the reference sensitivity level, and for a random, continuous, GSM‑modulated interfering signal”, hence the information is still found needed to be specified in this section.
RIM: Regarding the addition to section 6 b) then it could be clarified that it is the performance requirements that do not apply for pico BTS. 
NSN and Huawei both agreed that the current pico BTS requirments do not apply to VAMOS mode, and Huawei questioned whether there is a need to mention pico BTS in the section 6 b) at all, since this is already captured in the VAMOS working assumption?

NSN: agreed that his info is redundant. More info might however be required in the core spec. 

WI rapporteur: proposed to remove the text on pico BTS from section 6 b) and then let the VAMOS WI rapporteur check if a clarification of pico BTS and VAMOS issue is required else where in the core spec. 
RIM: comment to the proposed wording in section 6.2.1a in order to avoid redundant information in the proposed text. Also a general comment for section 6.3.4, that it could be dangerous to change the numbering in the specification since these are referred to in other specifications, hence it should be avoided if not needed. E.g. is there a need to change the roman numbering in section 6.3.4 in order to refer to all the tables?
Com-Research: Agree that for the the normal numerical numbers of sections, tables and figures then these must not be changed, for these new ones shall be added as additions to maintain references. But the understanding is, that this does not apply for the small roman numberings, since these are not valid for reference. Will check this offline.
Renesas: Asked if the functional requirements for TIGHTER were maintained with these proposed modifications compared to the current TS 45.005 Rel. 10?

Com-Research: Confirmed that this was the case except for ACI, where the relaxation was removed for small MS
