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1. Introduction:

In LS CT4 in GP-120057 asks the following questions to GERAN, 
1. The transport of how many different service identifiers will need to be supported?
2. Does TSG GERAN intend to standardize the services to be identified, or should service definition be up to operator policy, or does GERAN intend to standardize some services but allow for additional services to be defined by operators?

The purpose of this discussion document is simply to provide a starting point for the discussion.  
1. Discussion:
As a general principle the mechanism should be a flexible as possible to enable it to be adaptable to support currently unforeseen applications.  However, to facilitate uptake and inter-operability it is also useful to standardise some services and avoid excess complexity. 

Consequently, addressing question 2 above, Nokia Siemens Networks opinions is that it would be interesting to standardise some services and allow for additional services to be defined by operators and that QQchat should be one of these services to be standardised.
Regarding question 1 above, Nokia Siemens Networks does not have a strong opinion on how many service identifiers need to be supported and would look to operator input for help define a reasonable suitable number.
