N.3 Testing MSRD terminal conformance to non DARP – Phase II requirements

When testing the conformance of a dual antenna terminal against single antenna requirements the following procedures shall be applied.

· For an MS that always applies MSRD, conformance to non DARP – Phase II requirements shall be tested by applying uncorrelated signals to the antenna connectors. This corresponds to setting 
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in the model shown in figure N.2.1 and thus reduces the model to the one shown in figure N.3.1.

· For an MS capable of switching between single and dual antenna reception conformance shall be tested by terminating one of the antenna connectors, as shown in figure N.3.2.
