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1 Introduction

At the MBMS Adhoc meeting in Turin the MBMS Paging co-ordination during a PS connection was discussed. This document aims to provide the complete proposal for the co-ordination mechanism. 

2 Proposed Signalling

The following text provides information about the new messaging and modifications to existing messaging required to be standardised for the MBMS notification co-ordination during an MBMS session:

1./2.
The SGSN includes the MBMS information (i.e. list of TMGIs) in the existing CREATE_BSS_PFC message sent to the BSC at the creation of the PFC. The BSC then stores this MBMS related information at the BSC for the duration of the Packet Flow Context. When all the PFCs for a mobile station are deleted at the BSS, the BSS also deletes any MBMS information stored for that mobile station.
3. When the BSC receives an MBMS SESSION START REQUEST message from the SGSN including the TMGI of the MBMS service, the BSC completes co-ordination of this TMGI against the information stored at the BSC for each mobile station that has PFC, to identify the mobile stations that are interested in the service. 

4. After the BSC has identified the mobile stations, with their associated radio resource, that are interested in this MBMS service, on the timeslots that are identified as containing mobile station interested in the MBMS service, an MBMS ANNOUNCEMENT message is transmitted as a distribution message.

3 Conclusion

It is recommended that:

· The MBMS ANNOUNCEMENT message is added to specifications to allow the BSC to notify the mobile stations in a PS session of the starting MBMS session. 

· The CREATE_BSS_PFC message is modified to allow the SGSN to inform a BSS of the MBMS service interest of a specific mobile station.
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
