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1. Overall Description:

GERAN2 thank CT4 for their LS on Further Progress of Local Call Local Switch Feasibility Study.

GERAN2 has reviewed the new version of the draft Technical Report and would like to make the following comments, on aspects that might have an impact on TSG GERAN WG2 specifications:
· About the solutions for “Local Handover to Incompatible Codec” described in section 7.2, GERAN2 believes that Solution 1 outlined in the TR (LCLS is released and corresponding information is sent to the Core Network) is acceptable to cover this. Of course Solution 3 (LCLS release and then re-establishment after handover to update the Codec) is also considered as possible, since this is basically equivalent to Solution 1 plus existing procedures. Finally, Solution 4 (synchronous double handovers) is also considered as possible as an implementation option, without the need for any further additions to the existing specifications.

· Regarding handovers in general, GERAN2 would like to confirm the assumption that handovers involving the MSC (inter-BSS handovers and BSS internal handovers with MSC support) will in fact be possible triggers for LCLS establishment/release. For instance an inter-BSS handover might turn a not-local call into a local one (and vice-versa), while a “BSS internal handover with MSC support” procedure might make LCLS possible or not for an ongoing local call. As a consequence, during these procedures LCLS can be enabled/disabled by the Core Network and correspondingly established/released by the BSS. GERAN2 is already discussing the detailed procedures for this, where the essential information needed from CT4 is still on the Call Identification and correlation method. 

· About Call Identification and correlation, after further discussion GERAN2 understanding is now that there are basically three options for the A interface signalling under GERAN2 responsibility:
1. “GCR-based Identification”, i.e. Solution 1 described in 12.4.2. In this case the MSCs only handle the GCR and forward it to the BSS, which performs the correlation as well as detecting whether the call is a local one or not. 
2. “oCall Leg based Identification with pre-correlation in the tMSC”, i.e. Solution 2 described in 12.4.3, with some clarifications. In this case the tMSCs needs to receive the oCall Leg CIC/Call ID + some oBSS/RAN ID + the oMSC ID. The tMSC shall use the oBSS/RAN ID to detect that a call is a local one and, only in the positive case, it shall forward the oCall Leg CIC/Call ID + the oMSC ID to the tBSS which then doesn’t need to check whether the call is local or not, but still use the oCall Leg CIC/Call ID + the oMSC ID to correlate the terminating and originating call legs.

3. “oCall Leg based Identification without pre-correlation in the tMSC”, i.e. Solution 3 described in 12.4.4, with some clarifications. Also in this case the tMSCs needs to receive the oCall Leg CIC/Call ID + some oBSS/RAN ID + the oMSC ID, i.e. exactly the same information as in 2 above. The tMSC shall not perform any check but forward the oCall Leg CIC/Call ID + oBSS/RAN ID(*) + the oMSC ID to the tBSS. The BSS shall use all these information to correlate the call legs, at the same time detecting whether the call is a local one or not.

(*) The oBSS/RAN ID seems to be needed as well, since a given oMSC can for instance allocate the same CIC to different BSS’s.
2. Actions:

To TSG CT WG4:
GERAN2 kindly ask CT4 to take GERAN2 feedback into account when further updating the Technical Report. 

GERAN2 also kindly ask CT4 to find an agreement on the “Call Identification and correlation issue” (and the related “LCLS preference” issue) during the forthcoming CT4 meeting and promptly inform GERAN2 so that it can proceed with the corresponding normative work for Rel-9.
