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Progress Report since the last TSG:

In TSG RAN #20 meeting, WI on A-GPS Minimum Performance Specification was agreed. Since then, we have had one TSG RAN WG4 meeting. The work regarding on this work item has been started. 

In TSG RAN WG4 #28, several contributions were submitted to progress with the WI. Motorola, Nokia, Ericsson and Siemens’ joint contribution (R4-030823 [2]), TIM’s and Qualcomm’s contributions (R4-030661 [3] and R4-030800 [4]) together made a good start on the WI. No decision has been made yet. 

An E-mail discussion on reflector has been initiated to address some of the open issues identified during the RAN4 meeting. However, there have not been much activities going on. More e-mail discussion is expected after RAN #21. A physical A-GPS ad-hoc meeting may be considered if this is felt necessary to meet the WI timescales.
