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Progress Report since the last TSG (for all involved WGs):
RAN WG4:
The main topics discussed at RAN4#37 were 
· the format of a possible specification of minimum UE antenna performance

· the type of requirements that would be specified

· improved Quiet Zone method (the measurement method in TR 25.914) 

The work on the measurement method contained in TR 25.914 is almost ready; the outstanding issue is an improved method for measuring the Quite Zone. The latter was addressed in a contribution by Nokia in R4-0501326 that describes a more accurate method than the present. This topic will be discussed further on the UE antenna e-mail reflector in order to finalise the method at the next WG meeting.  
The format of minimum requirements were discussed in two proposals (R4-0501292 from TeliaSonera and R4-051327 from Nokia) and subsequently at an adhoc session. The Nokia method with general requirements and different classes of terminals was considered the only feasible of the two proposals, but the issue is still open. The classes would distinguish between
· different bands

· different mechanical modes

· multi mode
In order to facilitate a decision on a suitable format of the requirements, measurement data will be collected until the next meeting. There are COST data already available. 

There is consensus that there should be a standalone TS for the requirements. Furthermore, there is agreement that the metrics for minimum performance requirements shall be TRP (total radiated power) and TRS (total radiated sensitivity) for the speech position.
