Three Rel-7 CRs were submitted for TS 25.221, TS 25.222 and TS 25.224 in which the Physical Layer Common Control Channel (PLCCH) is introduced, thus enabling operation of HS-DSCH without an associated DL-DPCH.  All were endorsed by RAN WG1.  These CRs represent the completion of the RAN WG1 component of the work item if formally approved.

Two RAN WG2 meetings have been held since RAN #30.

RAN WG2 #50
Optimisation of channelisation code utilisation for 1.28Mcps TDD was not scheduled for discussion.

RAN WG2 #51
One document was presented and agreed (R2-060630). This is a Release 7 CR to 25.331 to support HS-DSCH operation without a DL DPCH for 1.28 Mcps TDD with synchronisation and power control of UL DPCH via PLCCH covering procedural, tabular and ASN.1 changes.
