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1. INTRODUCTION
TSG-RAN #30 directed RAN WG1 to select a single scheme for Release 7 MIMO evaluation in order to determine whether MIMO should be standardized [1]. Unfortunately RAN WG1 meeting #44 was unable to reach agreement on a single scheme.
2. PROPOSAL

In order to adequately determine whether MIMO should be standardized in Rel’7, the following are proposed for purposes of evaluation:
1. Multi-code word PARC scheme shall be used for MIMO evaluation.  The receiver architecture used in the evaluation shall be described by each company.

2. Evaluation results for the closed loop MIMO, D-TxAA, may be presented in addition.

3. Reference scenario for evaluation shall be as provided by the operators [2].
4. Performance of the schemes shall be evaluated with existing antenna pattern schemes, such as three-sector deployments with cross-polar antennas shall be evaluated.
5. Complexity (with specific details) of evaluated schemes should also be presented.
6. The feedback procedure, overhead, and channel estimation procedure should be clearly described

7. Coexistence of MIMO and non-MIMO UEs on the same carrier should be evaluated.
3. CONCLUSION
We believe that this proposal provides an acceptable way forward to determine whether MIMO should be standardized in release 7 for UTRA.
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
