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Progress Report since the last TSG (for all involved WGs):

Based on the Objective chapter formulated in the WI RP-060418 Interface to Control Tower Mounted Amplifiers RAN3 continued the work on this issue and can report the following status:

· The review of AISG 2.0 continued. 
· Presently RAN3 assumes that the AISG 2.0 could be a good base for the further 3GPP work. However it was found that in AISG 2.0 certain functionalities are not described (e.g. description of inbuilt modem TMA option is missing) and that the description of certain paragraphs can be extended/improved.
RAN3 requested SA5 to start the work on TMA related N-Interface improvements (corresponding LS is in R3-061956).
RAN WG3 agreed the following items:

25.401 and 25.460 are affected and need to be updated (inclusion of references or inclusion of TMA related text)
· TMA is included as part of Iuant.

· RAN3 maintains the thus far close relationship with AISG.

· Compatibility to AISG2.0 shall be mandatory.
It was not possible to conclude on how to deal with RET related specifications (25.461, 25.462, 25.463) regarding the introduction of the interface to control TMA. 
· A clear majority of RAN3 prefers the update of 25.461, 25.462 and the creation of a new specification for TMA application part. Whether this new specification covers TMA only or valid for all devices is FFS. This alternative is described in R3-061854
· A minority of companies within RAN3 support the way (as described in R3-061864) which foresees the introduction of references to AISG2.0 in TS25.401, TS25.460 only.

· No agreement on whether protocols for the interface to control TMA should be described within 3GPP specifications, or if it is sufficient to reference to AISG 2.0 specification within 25.401 and 25.460 only.
