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Table 1 lists the proposed grouping of Release 7 features into individual capabilities which will be signalled between the UE and the network to be approved in RAN Plenary. The agreed working assumption in RAN#36 is that the features below are optional.
Note that there are some minor features (TEI7) not mentioned below and not affected by the discussion.

The need to indicate a capability in the RRC connection Request message is based on RAN WG2 discussions and shown for information, but will have to be reviewed at the next RAN WG2 meeting and approved only at the next RAN Plenary. -
Whether any of these features is made Mandatory in release 7 or in a future release can be decided in future RAN Plenary meetings, but signalling support will remain in RRC release 7. 
RAN WG2 is proposed to be tasked to:

1. Review which of the capabilities should be signalled in RRC Connection Request.

2. Review the grouping regarding in particular the  L2 enhancements only being required to be supported by UEs supporting Enhanced CELL_FACH and MIMO/64QAM (i.e. HSDPA categories 13, 14, 15 and 16)

Provide technically endorsed CRs to 25.331 and 25.306 to RAN#37 introducing UE capability signalling for each of the capabilities.
