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1. Introduction

This document provides clarification on the licensing status of the S-Band in North America, in relation to the proposed Work Item in RP-091202

2. Discussion
In North America there are two licensed operators in the 2GHz S-Band with both already having a spectrum licenses and operational satellites. These operators plan to offer a so-called MSS/ATC, i.e. Mobile Satellite Services & Ancillary Terrestrial Component.

Of interest to 3GPP RAN is the fact that both operators are pursuing the “Ancillary Terrestrial Component” opportunities, i.e. they plan to utilize the licensed spectrum for terrestrial operations based on 3GPP technologies (in conjunction with the satellite services).
A summary of these existing licenses is as follows
DBSD (ICO Global Communications):

· License to operate MSS & ATC networks in the USA in the FDD mode of operation:

· Uplink: 2010 – 2020 MHz

· Downlink: 2180 - 2190 MHz

· MSS license granted on July 2001 by FCC
· ATC (terrestrial) authorization was granted on January 2009 by the FCC

TerreStar Networks

· License to operate MSS & ATC networks in the USA and Canada (Region 2) in the FDD mode of operation:

· Uplink: 2000 – 2010 MHz

· Downlink: 2190 - 2200 MHz
· MSS license granted on July 2001 by FCC and May 2002 by Industry Canada
· ATC (terrestrial) authorization imminent
3. Conclusion
We propose to take the above information into account during the discussion of RP-091202. It is noted that both the above licenses have already been issued and relate only to the USA or Canada.
