Technical status related evaluation
2.1
Detailed progress report since last TSG meeting (for all involved WGs)
According to the time plan, the test methodology and configuration should be discussed and identified first. Contributions [1]-[6] have proposed different aspects on LME OTA test configuration. [6] points out to divide the LME OTA test into two groups. One is laptop with embedded 3GPP radio functionalities; the other is laptop with a plug-in device that provides the 3GPP radio access connectivity. For the laptop with embedded antenna, the LME will be considered as a whole DUT. The test configuration adopted some methodologies from CTIA3.0 and WiMax RPT was agreed. For the laptop with USB plug-in card, test configuration has different opinions. [2][3][5] suggest to define the plug-in card directly mounted into the laptop, primary mechanical mode and dummy laptop are specified. [6] proposes to use an extra USB reference cable and exclude the influence of laptop size. [1] analyses the possibility of using AC adapter for Laptop OTA free space test. AC adapter could decrease the test interrupt because of the TRS time cost and short battery life. [5][6] suggest to adopt the battery only during laptop OTA test.
