RAN2
At RAN2#69bis in Beijing, China, two contributions were submitted by Polaris Wireless [1], and Qualcomm [2].  The contributions were introduced in the breakout session on UTRAN. The two contributions represented very different approaches to defining RFPM and it was determined that the companies should work off-line to try to reconcile their positions. 
AT RAN2#70 in Montreal, Canada, two contributions were again submitted by Polaris Wireless [3], and Qualcomm [4]. In addition to a telecon that was held between meetings, the two parties met during the workgroup sessions and developed a compromise CR [5]. When the agenda item was reached, Polaris withdrew its CR and submitted the compromise CR to the group for consideration. The two CRs, the compromise and Qualcomm’s original submittal, were discussed and it was determined that they would be placed under email review for submittal to RAN#48. During the email review process, additional concerns were raised by Ericsson and the decision was made to keep the documents within RAN2 for another meeting cycle to try to successfully close on a single CR.
