Technical status related evaluation
2.1
Detailed Progress report since last TSG meeting (for all involved WGs)
Alternative ways forward for the channel arrangements are being discussed in RAN4 [3,4,6], based on the European regulatory situation. There is also an ongoing liaison exchange with ECC PT1 [5,7,12]. The consensus RAN4 view was summarized in an LS Statement to PT1 [7], to which a response has just been received from ECC PT1 [12]. The response clarifies that ECC PT1 is evaluating proposals for channelling arrangements, including also the input from RAN4. The target is to produce a deliverable by January 2011.

For the detailed requirements, some progress was made for TDD at RAN4#55 [9,10]. The agreed text proposals are not yet implemented in the Work item TR [1]. A first proposal for measurement uncertainties at 3.5 GHz was also discussed [8].
