RAN2
At RAN2#70bis in Stockholm, Sweden three contributions were submitted by: Polaris Wireless, Thales Alenia [1]; and Ericsson, ST Ericsson  [2] and Qualcomm [3].  Three companies met before the breakout session (Polaris, Qualcomm and Ericsson, with AT&T moderating), but were unable to fully reconcile their differences. Two of the contributions were introduced in the breakout session on UTRAN; Qualcomm elected not to present their discussion document. The two contributions showed some progress on reconciliation, but significant differences remained and the companies were asked once more to work off-line on additional compromise. 
AT RAN2#71 in Madrid, Spain, two contributions were again submitted by: Polaris Wireless, AT&T, Motorola, Alcatel-Lucent, Agilent, Thales Alenia, Andrew Corp., Stoke Inc., True Position [4]; and Ericsson, ST Ericsson  [5]. At this meeting, companies were much closer in their positions and a dedicated effort was made to address outstanding differences and go to Plenary with a single endorsed CR. There was much conversation and the result was that the Ericsson CR [5] was withdrawn and the Polaris-based CR was modified into a revision [6]. The revision was reviewed and approved by the WG.
