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Introduction

GCF in [1] inquired whether RAN5 could develop test procedures for “end-to-end data throughput measurements” in 2010. TSG RAN in [2] requested RAN5 to review the GCF proposal and provide further requested information back to TSG RAN. At the RAN Plenary #50 (December 2010), a new Study Item for UE Application Layer Data Throughput Performance was approved [3]. The objective of this SI is to define test procedures to measure UE data throughput performance at the application-layer, with no qualification of the results.
The current objective states that the Radio connection should be limited to LTE and W-CDMA Rel-5 (HSDPA) and later and the study will only consider these. 1.28 Mcps TDD has been deployed in large scale. From operator’s perspective, it is of great importance to also include 1.28 Mcps TDD as part of the study. Inclusion of 1.28 Mcps TDD was fully discussed in the RAN5 #51 meeting. From the point of keeping the study item to be comprehensive and saving the RAN5 time and energy, creating another study item for 1.28 Mcps TDD performance test to repeat the same procedure is not as efficient as adding 1.28 Mcps TDD into this study item. Three proposals are to be judged.
· Proposal A): 1.28 Mcps TDD is to be discussed and included into the technical report (TR 37.901) from September 2011 (after RAN #53).

· Proposal B): 1.28 Mcps TDD is to be included into TR 37.901 and completed in September together with LTE and UTRAN FDD because same test model, test method and  similar test requirements could be applied to both FDD and TDD of UTRAN and thus limited works are expected.
· Proposal C): 1.28 Mcps TDD can be discussed in the RAN5 meetings before September but incorporated into TR 37.901 between September and December. A text proposal [4] on HSPA TDD was technically endorsed in the RAN5 #51 meeting, which would be incorporated into TR once it is agreed that 1.28 Mcps TDD is also in the objective.
Note: The SI time scale states the completion date is September 2011 (RAN #53).
Proposal

It is proposed that one of proposals is chosen as the way forward of inclusion of 1.28 Mcps TDD in “UE Application Layer Data Throughput Performance” study item at the RAN Plenary meeting #52. 
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
