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Objective *

This is the core work item to specify the RF requirements for E-UTRA medium range and MSR medium range and local area BS classes.

The work will focus on the following steps:

1. Investigation of the possibility to re-use existing work in RAN4 related to BS classes.
2. Creation of new core requirements for E-UTRA medium range BS class for FDD and TDD.

3. Creation of new core requirements for MSR medium range and local area BS classes, covering BC1 and BC2 (UTRA + E-UTRA) requirements. Future alignment with BC2 requirements for GSM/EDGE (within the scope of GERAN work) should be considered.
