· Full set of CRs submitted for comment and noted for new band additions to base station & UE core specifications [1]‑[14].  A partial set of these CRs first was noted at RAN4#60-bis (Zhuhai, October 2011) and have been refined toward endorsement, now with co-signature.

· Multiple analyses for UE/UE and BS/BS coexistence scenarios between E850 Lower Band and other bands (including APAC 700, E850 Upper Band) presented [15]‑[18].

· Approval of a way forward document on APAC 700 and E850 Lower Band coexistence [19] with preliminary agreement on UE emissions.  
· Band Edge way forward proposals discussed appropriate, voluntary deployment scenarios to promote coexistence from/to E850 Lower Band, thorough examination of the coexistence issues and a proposed compromise on the band edge  [20]‑[23].
