Detailed Progress report since last TSG meeting (for all involved WGs)

There was one meeting in RAN4 (#62) since last status report to RAN Plenary #54. AAS was discussed extensively in RAN4 #62 and there was more than 35 Tdocs discussed in this meeting.
It was agreed that the similar methodologies established in TR36.942 and TR25.942 are used as the baseline for the AAS study [R4-09]. The reference radio structure was agreed in [R4-08], and the definition of AAS was agreed in [R4-10]. The deployment scenarios were agreed in [R4-01]. A review of international regulations was approved in [R4-07]. The achievements reflected in the approved contributions establish the foundations for further progress.
In RAN4 #62 there were also quite a lot of meaningful discussions on antenna models [R4-05], AAS classifications, AAS applications, simulations, testing aspects, the spatial characteristics, and the specification implementation. The key points are reflected in [R4-02] [R4-03] [R4-04] [R4-06] where achieving the common understandings will be the goal in the remaining phase..
