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GSMA has been working to identify overload situations that arise in mobile networks due to heavy penetration of Smart Phones and tablet PCs due to the applications and services running on them.
This activity involves a discussion on solutions in order to alleviate the overload problems by minimising keep-alive messages that are sent by applications installed on the devices and also aggregating push notifications from application servers. 

As one of the candidate solutions, GSMA has been working to document our requirements for the push notification service including the push platforms to be deployed within the Mobile Network Operator domain.

The attachment to this LS contains the document which captures GSMA operators' requirements to be considered under the Always On infrastructure (AOI) work item.
Actions
GSMA requests OMA REQ to use attached document as requirement and progress the specification work of AOI. GSMA expects the work completes as early as possible, e.g. by June 2013. GSMA would like to be informed when the work is complete in order to progress the further discussion.
