In RAN4#64bis, there were three contributions on UL CLTD performance requirements. The issue was heavily discussed online and offline in RAN4. However no conclusion was reached. The way forward is to make decision on whether to stop discussion on this topic in RAN4 #65.
In RAN4#65, there were three contributions on UL CLTD performance requirements. Among them, [R4-4] and [R4-5] are on BS performance requirement. [R4-6] is on F-TPICH demodulation performance requirements. The BS performance was again heavily discussed online and offline in RAN4. However no new agreement was reached. There was a proposal to consider CLTD and UL MIMO BS performance requirements together in future meetings.
