· A numbered version of the technical report (TR) 36.851 was agreed at RAN4#66, with the applicable content section and formatting made available for this WI [1].

· An analysis of the harmonics and intermodulation products caused by and affecting the CA combination of these two frequency bands was presented for discussion and noted at RAN4#66 [2].
· In accordance with RAN4 guidelines for WI descriptions for CA, the rapporteur for the LTE_CA_B23_B29 WI submitted a revised WID package at RAN4#66 [3] to align the existing WID with the new formats.  The changes to the WI title, affected technical specifications and reports, along with minor editorial changes, are reflected in the Core, Performance, and Feature portions of the WID.  The changes were agreed at RAN4#66 and will be submitted for approval at RAN#59.  The WI title is to be “LTE Advanced inter-band Carrier Aggregation of Band 23 and Band 29” and all changes will be reflected in future status reports.
