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1. Proposed way forward for Rel-12 and onwards
1.1. WG responsibility on UE capability discussion

· For each feature, WGs identify whether the eNB needs to know the status of UE support.
· For the features which the eNB needs to know, WGs develop the UE capability signalling by default to ensure successful IOT.

· Mandatory/optional support of the UE can be discussed and decided by WGs only if it is not contentious. Otherwise, the decision is brought to TSG-RAN.
1.2 WG procedure to develop UE capability signalling

Step 1:
For each UE feature developed under the corresponding WI, the 1st responsible WG identify whether the eNB needs to know the status of UE support as well as dependency of the relevant features.
Step 2:
For the features which the eNB needs to know, the need of FDD/ TDD differentiation is determined for individual UE features.
Step 3:
The outcome in step 1/2 is made available to RAN WG2.

Step 4:
RAN WG2 implements the UE capability signalling based on the input from the 1st responsible WG.

1.3. Place and timing to decide mandatory/optional features
TSG-RAN has the responsibility to decide all mandatory/optional UE features. The discussion takes place after the completion of the release by default. But it is left to TSG-RAN chair decision when to discuss.
