Justification

The fast uptake of LTE in different regions of the world shows both that demand for wireless broadband data is increasing, and that LTE is an extremely successful platform to meet that demand. 

At the same time, unlicensed spectrum is more and more considered by cellular operators as a complimentary tool to augment their service offering. 

Unlicensed spectrum can never match the qualities of the licensed regime. However, those solutions that allow an efficient use of it as a complement to licensed deployments bring great value to 3GPP operators, and, ultimately, to the 3GPP industry as a whole. 

Complementing the LTE platform with unlicensed spectrum is a natural choice under these considerations, as it would enable operators and vendors to maximally leverage the existing or planned investments in LTE/EPC hardware in the radio and core network, especially if “Licensed-Assisted Access” can be considered a Supplemental Downlink or a Secondary Component Carrier integrated into LTE.

In some regions in the world, unlicensed technologies need to abide to certain regulations, e.g. Listen-Before-Talk (LBT), and channel bandwidth occupancy requirements. Fair coexistence between LTE and other technologies such as WiFi as well as between LTE operators is seen necessary. Therefore a study is required to determine which enhancements to LTE are needed to enable licensed-assisted access to unlicensed spectrum coexisting with other technologies and fulfilling the regulatory requirements.

Objective

4.1
Objective of SI 
The objectives of this feasibility study are to evaluate LTE enhancements for licensed-assisted access to unlicensed spectrum, in particular:

1) Define an evaluation methodology for LTE deployments, considering scenarios where an Scell operates in unlicensed spectrum and is either a Supplemental DL carrier or contains UL and DL in a LTE CA configuration, and where the PCell operates in licensed spectrum and can be either LTE FDD or LTE TDD. [RAN1]

2) Document the relevant regulatory and other coexistence requirements for unlicensed spectrum deployment, by identifying some exemplary band (e.g. 5 GHz) [RAN4]
3) Identify and evaluate physical layer options and enhancements to LTE to meet the requirements for unlicensed spectrum deployments identified in the previous bullet, including consideration of the methods to address the co-existence issues on unlicensed bands with other LTE operators and other typical use of the band [RAN1]
4) Identify and evaluate options, solutions and enhancements to the LTE RAN protocols to support deployment in unlicensed spectrum for the scenarios and requirements described above [RAN2, RAN3]
5) Consider base station and terminal specific implementation and requirement aspects, as needed [RAN4] 

The identified options/enhancements should reuse the features of LTE as much as possible.
The study will cover both single and multi-operator scenarios, including the case where multiple operators deploy LTE in the same intervals of unlicensed spectrum.
