Status
For several TSG RAN WG4 meetings, one remaining issue of the Tx and Rx requirements for Band 1+7 carrier aggregation has been discussed. At RAN#65 meeting, the companies involved in this discussion were requested to come to an agreeable way forward on this issue, such that the specification work could be completed. 

This document proposes a way forward and the rationale behind the proposed approach.

Way forward
The following way forward is proposed for  and R requirements for Band 1+7 carrier aggregation. This way forward is based on insertion loss data and shared pain approach and represents a further compromise compared to the compromise proposal in [R4-145553]. Insertion losses do not exceed 1dB in the transmitter path, whereas in receiver side the same approach as in previous CA combinations have been followed which considers the reference sensitivity margins already applied in RAN4.
