Justification

During the Study Item phase, the throughput gain of using additional configurations for LTE TDD (i.e., 10:0:0 and 9:1:0) was justified. In contrast, a coexistence issue was identified as a drawback resulting in throughput degradation on adjacent carrier where the existing TDD UL/DL configuration is used. To mitigate the drawback, the study concluded that Ensuring mandatory support and testability of necessary interference mitigation solution(s) is a pre-requisite for specifying the new TDD configurations 10:0:0/9:1:0 for LTE TDD. In addition, it was concluded that 3GPP should ensure that all UEs that support the new TDD configurations (10.0.0 and 9.1.0), if introduced, also support the existing TDD UL/DL configurations in a band agnostic manner. Based on these outcomes, specification work has to be conducted for introducing additional TDD configuration(s).
