Justification

During release 12 3GPP RAN4 introduced inter-band 2DL / 2UL feature into the corresponding specifications under five different WI’s based on inter-band classes A1-A5.  Building on 2DL / 2UL feature during release 13 inter-band 3DL / 2UL WI was established for paring existing 3 DL and 2 UL CA configurations. As a logical next step to respond to increasing operator needs for faster uplink speeds a new WI is proposed for 3DL / 3UL feature. This new WI will enable aggregation of three uplink carriers.
3.1
Scope

In the scope of this work item are all 3 DL / 3 UL CA configuration. These can be listed as pure three band inter-band configurations as well as mixture of inter and intra-band configurations which are. From the duplex-mode perspective FDD-FDD, TDD-TDD and FDD-TDD scenarios are part of the WI.
Before starting a work for particular 3DL / 3UL CA configuration all necessary 2 DL and 2 UL fallback configurations and 3DL configuration need to be already specified. Furthermore all three applicable 3DL / 2UL pairs must exists in the specification. If previously mentioned requisites are not met then proponents need to contact one or some of the WI raporteurs listed below to complete the work which is required before starting the 3 DL / 3 UL work.

· LTE Advanced inter-band CA Rel-14 for 3DL/1UL, Huiping Shan, Huawei
· LTE Advanced inter-band CA Rel-14 for 2DL/2UL, Leo Liuye, Huawei
· LTE Advanced inter-band CA Rel-14 for xDL/2UL with x>2, Suhwan Lim, LG Electronics
