In the definition of the new RAT it is likely that in some cases communications will be closed within the RAN, without passing via the Core Network. Examples of such cases could happen when very low latency (e.g. 1 ms) is required or in case of direct communication (e.g. V2V communication).
Since many administrations require mobile operators to provide the lawful interception service, RAN should take into account this regulatory constraint and design the new RAT in order to allow lawful interception.
Proposal 1 – RAN design shall allow the means to provide lawful interception
