Justification

In the last few years there has been a steady increase in market demand for wearable devices (e.g. smartwaches). These devices have a very small form factor and the number of components used to build the device has to be minimized. Hence, the implementation of 2 receiver chains becomes very challenging because of the space (volume) consumed by the extra components. Furthermore, even if 2 receiver chains were to be used, the separation between the antennas would be very small and the actual radiated performance would be close to single receiver chain. 

Until now, 3GPP has defined some requirements for MTC UEs (Cat. 0) with a single receiver chain, however, these devices have very low data rates and address a different market segment. Wearable devices have higher data rate requirements and also require higher mobility performance. Among the UE categories defined in the current specifications, UE Category 1 would be most suitable for such devices. Hence, it is very important to develop requirements for Category 1 UE with one receive chain to address these market needs. Also, it would be useful if there would be a clear distinction between these devices and legacy Cat. 1 UEs because the UE performance will be different. Hence, a new UE category that is an extension of Cat.1 UE should be introduced. This UE could still connect to legacy networks but it would also get the benefits of network enhancements in networks that recognize this UE as being of the new category.

Objective

4.1
Objective of SI or Core part WI or Testing part WI

RAN2 should introduce a new UE category as an extension of  Category 1 such that the network can distinguish between Cat. 1 UEs with two receivers (legacy Cat.1 UEs for which nothing is needed) and the new category while allowing UEs of this category to be supported in legacy networks..

RAN4 has to develop the receiver core requirements. A lot of the work can leverage the requirements developed for Category 0 UEs since many of the requirements do not depend on the data rate capabilities of the UEs. The detailed objectives are:

· Specify RF receiver core requirements [RAN4]
· Previous work for Category 0 UE should be leveraged

· Specify RRM core requirements [RAN4]
· RLM and intra-frequency mobility requirements(measurements) for Category 0 UE could be reused

· Support for inter-frequency mobility to be defined
· Introduce a new UE category as an extension of the existing Cat.1 (i.e. a UE of the new UE category also signals the Cat.1 in the existing UE capability signalling) applicable from release 10 [RAN2]
