Progress of the SI or Core part WI or Testing part WI
TSG RAN WG1
In RAN1#86 meeting, Huawei provides an overview for Multi-Carrier enhancements in [1]. The power scaling is discussed in [2] and it is agreed that for 10ms+10ms, power scaling rule follow the legacy one. The power scaling rule for 2ms+10ms configuration is FFS. TTI switching is also discussed in [3] and [4]. RAN1 recommends that TTI switching mechanism should be introduced. A corresponding LS [5] including both agreements is sent to RAN2/RAN3. 
TSG RAN WG2
At RAN2#95 meeting, Multi-Carrier enhancements was discussed.

For RRC configuration aspect, RAN2 discussed possible impacts. For Multi-Carrier enhancements in combination with DTX, RAN2 agreed to send a LS to RAN1 in order to understand whether it is feasible to configure uplink DTX on either primary frequency or secondary frequency or both in case of different TTIs.

For E-TFC selection aspect, RAN2 had some technical discussions and there might be some relations to RAN1, e.g. power scaling. 

For enhanced TTI switching aspect, there were some discussions but no conclusion was made.

TSG RAN WG3
In RAN3#93 meeting, it has been agreed that “E-TTI” IE will be added for secondary UL frequency to support RRC configuration procedure for MC enhancements. 
For the proposed new IE “Reference E-TFCI information” for secondary UL frequency and new cell capabilities are pending to further discussion. Whether the possible ambiguity exists or not when E-TTI is not present in the message during secondary E-DCH carrier reconfiguration, and it needs more clarification.
