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Introduction
At last RAN4 # 82 meeting, RAN4 agreed to recommend guidelines to RAN for the NR spectra in Rel.15 timeline [1]. In this LS, RAN4 proposed some frequency ranges to be included in scope of NR bands in Rel.15 NR WI but how to define band(s) for each frequency range would be determined in Rel. 15 WI phase.
In this contribution, TTA would like to provide information on the spectrum plan for 5G services in Korea to take into consideration the regulatory aspect in Rel.15 NR WI.

K-ICT Spectrum Plan 
On January 19, 2017, the Ministry of Science, ICT and Future Planning (MSIP) issued ‘K-ICT Spectrum Plan’ which is an official roadmap for pioneering domain of future frequencies in Korea including 5G spectrum. 
According to the K-ICT Spectrum Plan, the Republic of Korea considers 3.5GHz and 28GHz frequency ranges for the 5G spectra. The Korean regulator plans to provide 300MHz bandwidth in the band 3.4-3.7GHz and 3 GHz bandwidth in the band 26.5-29.5 GHz by 2018 when 5G systems are available, at the latest by 2021. Moreover, additional 1 GHz bandwidth in the band above 24.25 GHz will be allocated by 2026 taking into account WRC-19 results.
The Korean operators already submitted contribution about the K-ICT Spectrum Plan to the last RAN4 #82 meeting [2] and the Korean government provided the updated spectrum needs for IMT under WRC-19 agenda item 1.13 in ITU-R WP 5D 26th meeting [3].

Proposal
Based on the K-ICT Spectrum Plan, 300MHz bandwidth in the band 3.4-3.7GHz and 3 GHz bandwidth in the band 26.5-29.5 GHz will be available for the Korean operators within the Rel.15 timeline. The completion of these two frequency bands in Rel.15 WI is required for the K-ICT Spectrum Plan to go into effect. 
Therefore, TTA would like to kindly ask RAN to take the Korean government’s spectrum allocation plan for 5G system into account when discussing the new NR band in Rel.15 WI phase. 
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
