· A compromise has been proposed to enable Xw-based connectivity between the eNB and the SeGW, which becomes a 3GPP node (and needs to offer a limited WT functionality to handle the needed Xw procedures) [5]
· Details of the technical solutions have been agreed [6] and defined, on top of the above proposal:

· The common Xw procedures are to be used for both, LWA and LWIP;

· UE-specific procedures are to be defined separately for LWA and LWIP;

· WLAN identifiers for LWIP are to be enabled at Xw setup;

· Separate E-RABs and QoS are not supported over Xw in the version of the specification;
