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Preliminaries

The chair began the meeting by recalling that in the last WG1 meeting the ad hoc had adopted 8-state PCCC as the working assumption for services requiring 10-3—10-6 BER and stated as a major objective the completion of the channel coding baseline.  

Presentation of Contributions

The agenda proposed by the chair consisted of the following prioritorized items of discussion:  (1) Turbo interleaver; (2) Puncturing; (3) Frame segmentation/combination; (4) Lower data rates; and (5) Other.  The proposed agenda was approved by the ad hoc, and contributions were assigned to the agenda items as follows:  

1. Turbo interleaver

Tdocs (Motorola), 198, 217, 189

2. Puncturing

Tdocs 189, 235

3. Data Rates

Tdoc 39, 235

4. Other

Tdoc 201, 189, 197, 110, 38.

The morning session of 22 March 1999 was devoted to presentation of the contributions, each of which was followed by a brief question and answer period.  All contributions were presented.  Most contributions dealt with various turbo coding issues.  No new conclusions were reached at this time.  

One contribution by Siemens dealt with optimization of extended TFCI encoding (Tdoc 201).  It was suggested that 3GPP WG1 member companies review this document and provide comments on the reflector in order to facilitate consideration for its adoption in WG1 meeting #4.
