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Discussion document on Control channel error probability target. 

1. Overall Description:

RAN WG2 would like to clarify to RAN WG1 that the probabilities of protocol information error that were agreed to during the joint RAN WG1/WG2 meeting on HSDPA in Sophia Antipolis, were meant for the purpose of protocol design. RAN WG2 realizes that when a static shadowing model is used, the control channel error probabilities could be allowed to be marginally higher than this for mid/high velocity users. This would account for the fact that such users would not remain in bad shadowing conditions long enough to result in significant statistics. 

In the attached document, RAN WG1 can find an example of a criterion for the distribution of control channel error probabilities for mid/high speed users uniformly distributed across the serving cell.
