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1. Overall Description:
RAN-WG4 would like to inform RAN-WG1 that the study on “HSDPA Node-B HS-DPCCH signaling Detection Performance” has been started in the group which originally motivated from the information provided in [1]. Up to RAN-WG4#28 meeting, discussions on how to investigate performance requirements and its simulation assumptions have been discussed in [2].
