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1. Overall Description:

3GPP TSG RAN WG1 has discussed the issue raised in Tdoc R1-030685 and believes that as of Release-5 and earlier the Node B may not have enough information to operate the UL power control loop in the proper way during loss of RL synchronization occurring after the initial RL synchronization. 
RAN WG1 has concluded that the RNC should be able to provide additional information to the Node B in order to enable proper Node B behaviour in case of loss of UL synchronization after the initial synchronization. That is, when the Node B has lost UL synchronization, it should not send TPC commands “0” if the number of RLS is higher 1. Due to the nature of the problem raised in the referenced contributions, 3GPP RAN WG1 recommends that such correction is included in the earliest possible release of the specification (e.g. Release-5).

RAN WG1 has identified that Node B knowledge as to whether the number of RLS received by a UE is one or more than one would be sufficient to enable proper Node B behaviour. However RAN WG1 understands that the discussion on the best way to enable proper Node B behaviour belongs to RAN WG3.
2. Actions:

To RAN WG3:
RAN WG1 kindly asks RAN WG3 to expand the Iub/Iur capability such that the RNC can provide sufficient information to the Node B for proper power control behaviour in case of loss of UL synchronization after the initial UL synchronization. The approach eventually selected by RAN WG3 may require some corrections to TS 25.214; consequently RAN WG1 requests RAN WG3 to inform RAN WG1 about the selected approach.
